4.3% of Black and ethnic minority workers

are on zero-hours contracts, compared to
just 3% of white workers.

32% of children in prison were Black despite
Black prisoners accounting for only 13% of
the entire prison population. In contrast,
despite White prisoners making up 73% of
the entire prison population, only 47% of
prisoners aged under 18 were White.

Black men are far more likely than others to
be diagnosed with severe mental health
problems. They're also more likely to be
sectioned under the Mental Health Act.
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The disability pay gap (17.2%) is now higher than
it was a decade ago (13.2% in 2013/14) when the
